· Manage the assistant coach, to include giving feedback to help his own development.
· Offer the club feedback on the organisation and degree of success of junior coaching and competitions.

· Be informed of latest fixtures and other events relevant for the age groups coached.

· Attend all home matches in the season, and at least 1 away match before Christmas break for each of the above teams.

· Inform the team managers and Head Junior Coach in advance of any sessions that cannot be attended.

· Follow the club’s codes of conduct for coaches, team managers and officials.

· Follow the club’s ethics, health and safety and child wefare procedures.
