Safety Procedures

Guidelines for Dealing with an Incident/Accident

· Stay calm but act swiftly and observe the situation.  Is there danger of injury/further injuries?

· If necessary, evacuate the pitch in a calm and controlled manner and proceed to the grass pitches in front of the clubhouse. 

· If there is an injury, listen to what the injured person is saying

· Alert the First Aider who should take appropriate action for minor injuries. Tennis coaches are also first aid trained.
· First Aid kits are located in the clubhouse, another one is behind the bar in the clubhouse.  There 2 others at the pitch side in the large equipment bag, and 1 in the box with team registers. 
· In the event of an injury requiring specialist treatment, call the emergency services.  Mobile phones are available pitch side

· Ensure that the rest of the group is adequately supervised

· Do not move someone with major injuries unless they are in serious danger of further injury.  Wait for the emergency services

· Contact the injured person’s parent/guardian/next of kin.  Emergency contact numbers are on the player registers located in the box on pitch. If telephone number not readily available, contact Team Manager, Lesley Gairns, junior coordinator on 07710 500398 or Dougie Wight on 07812 044610.
· In case where an incident happens in the clubhouse, evacuate and proceed to the grass pitches in front of the All Weather Pitch.

· Emergency vehicles can access the ground via the big gates next to the groundsman's sheds. If locked phone for the combination Lesley 07710 500398, Elaine Wishart 07815 773227.

· For minor injuries go to  Queen Mary's Hospital for Minor Injuries Roehampton Lane, Roehampton, London, SW15 5PN, Telephone 020 8487 6000 (eg minor illness or injury like a sprain, bite, infected wound or chest infection) 

· Complete an incident/accident report form and return to Lesley Gairns (Junior Coordinator)
